The Wizard is a web application enabling its users to create web sites and publish 
them on the Internet. 

The Administrator Panel is a tool for managing Sitebuilder system-wide preferences 
and maintaining web sites created in the Wizard.

Logging in to Sitebuilder 

After you log in, you are taken to the Sitebuilder Wizard where you can create your first 
site. For instructions on working with the Sitebuilder Wizard, refer to Sitebuilder 4.0 for 
Linux/Unix Wizard User's Guide (http://www.swsoft.com/en/products/sitebuilder/docs/). 

ü To log in to Sitebuilder: 

1 Open your Internet browser. 

2 Enter the URL you have received from your Sitebuilder provider into 
the address bar of your browser.  

For example, http:// [Sitebuilder_host]/Login  

3 Press ENTER. 

4 Enter your user name in the User name field. 

5 Enter your password in the Password field. 

6 Select the language of Sitebuilder interface from the Interface language 
list. 

7 Click Log in. 

You can change your password at any time (see section Changing Your Password and 
Updating Personal Information (on page 16)).  

To access your Administrator Panel, click the  Go to Admin Panel shortcut in the upper 
part of the Sitebuilder Wizard screen. 
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Recovering Forgotten Password 

ü To recover your forgotten password: 

1 In your browser's address bar, enter the URL to your Sitebuilder 
Administrator Panel: 

http:// [Sitebuilder_host]/Login  

2 Press ENTER. 

3 Click Forgot Your Password? 

4 On the Reset Password screen, enter your user name and e-mail 
address registered in the system. 

5 Click Send. 

After your e-mail address is received, the system checks if it is stored in the 
database and sends the password recovery link and instructions to your e-mail 
address.  

6 Click the password recovery link in the automatic message you 
receive from Sitebuilder. 

7 On the Change Password screen, enter and confirm your new password. 

8 Click Change. 
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Learning Sitebuilder Administrator Panel 
Interface 

Read the following section to learn the basic principles of working with Sitebuilder 
interface. 

Navigating in Sitebuilder 

The Sitebuilder Administrator Panel interface enables you to use two ways of 
navigation through the application: desktop view and standard view. 

The standard view is a customary view of the control panel divided into two main areas: 
the navigation pane on the left and the work area, where operations are performed, on 
the right.

The desktop view displays system statistics and shortcuts to the main functionalities of 
the Administrator Panel.

On second- and deeper-level screens, there is a path bar to help you navigate back to 
the main screen. 

Using Navigation Pane 

The navigation pane is located in the left part of the Sitebuilder screen.
